Business Session:  KANTAR CONSULTING 
   
Operating in the quickly evolving retail landscape  Shoppers continue to further push what they 

expect from retailers. Whether it is around immediacy, convenience, experience or digital, they are no longer 

willing to settle for the traditional brick and mortar offering. To meet shoppers’ needs and gain an edge back in a 
shifting omnichannel commerce world, retailers are evolving quickly and in multi-faceted ways. Winning with them 
therefore requires understanding how they are changing and what the impacts are.  This session will speak to 
those changes  including how they specifically relate to books and magazines.

25 YEAR CLUB: THE HEART OF THE INDUSTRY 
 

In 1952, the 25 Year Club was founded by industry executives who had been in the business for 25 years... thus the name.  But you do not 
have to have been in the employment of our industry for 25 years to be a member of the club.  All individuals, regardless of the nature of their 
work or the length of time they have been in the business, can be a supporter. 
  
The overall objective of the 25 Year Club is to help the less fortunate of our industry with financial assistance.  The assistance program consists 
of emergency grants to cover any urgent unexpected needs, payments to help with expenses incurred over a period of time, or monthly 
support. 
  
The Club has been in existence for 66 years, and over those years, it has given about $150,000 per year of financial assistance.  To date, the 
total sum exceeds $7 million. The Club is managed by elected officers and a Board of Directors who offer their time on a voluntary basis.  Over 
95% of all money collected goes directly to those in need.  Meetings are held twice a year by the Board, and officers evaluate all current 
monthly assistance beneficiaries in ensuring those individuals are receiving adequate assistance. To maintain our extensive program, the Club 
relies on membership, Corporate/Individual Donations and various fund raising activities such as the Frank Herrera Dinner and MBRôs Fall 
Reception.
